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ARBITRATION RULES OF THE

EISSTOCK SPORT ASSOCIATION OF NAMIBIA

1 Application

1.1 These Arbitration rules shall apply in any dispute between clubs or breach of the rules of the Eisstock Sport Association of Namibia by any club or any player.

1.2 All members of the Eisstock Sport Association of Namibia shall be bound to refer any disputes to the Arbitration Commission in terms of these rules, to the exclusion of taking other legal action.

1.3 The provisions of clause 1.2 shall not preclude a Party from seeking urgent relief in a court of appropriate jurisdiction, where grounds for urgency exist.

2 Arbitration Commission 

2.1 An Arbitration Commission of the Eisstock Sport Association of Namibia shall be elected from all registered clubs of the Eisstock Sport Association of Namibia. In der AGM ?

The Arbitration Commission shall consist of 

2.2.1 a Chairperson

2.2.2 an Assessor

2.2.3 a Secretary

2.3 The members of the Arbitration Commission shall be elected for a period of four years. 

2.4 In the case of a vacancy arising in the Arbitration Commission, such vacancy shall be filled by election at the next annual general meeting of the Association, and if any dispute need to be arbitrated before such annual general meeting, the chairman shall appoint a person to fill the vacancy in an acting position until it has been filled by election at the next annual general meeting. 

2.5 Any member of the Arbitration Commission who has an interest in the outcome of the dispute shall recuse himself or herself from the commission for the duration of the arbitration. The remaining members of the commission shall select a replacement for the recused member for the duration of the dispute. 

3 Powers and Functions of the Arbitration Commission

3.1 The decision of the Chairperson of Arbitration Commission shall final and binding on the disputing parties. 

3.2 Only disputes relating to the interpretation of the Rules of the Eisstock Sport Association shall be capable of being referred on appeal to the International Eisstock Sport Association.

3.3 The Arbitration Commission shall have the power to summon any member of the Eisstock Sport Association to attend any arbitration proceedings and to respond to questions as the Chairperson may direct or may allow to be directed at the person so summoned. 

3.4 The Chairperson of the Arbitration Commission may appoint one or more expert assessors

3.5 The Chairperson of the Arbitration Commission may direct that any or all of the parties to the dispute pay for the costs of arbitration as the Chairperson, in his or her sole discretion, deems appropriate.

4 Arbitration Complaint 

4.1 Any arbitration shall be initiated by a Complainant submitting their written complaint to the Arbitration Commission and delivering copy thereof to the person or persons against whom the Chairperson’s decision is sought, or who have an interest in the outcome of the Chairperson’s decision, as the case may be. The person or persons being so served with the complaint shall be referred to as the Respondent.

4.2 The Respondent shall be granted seven business days time during which to respond to the Complaint submitted by the Complainant, and to include a counterclaim against the Complainant if the Respondent so wishes. The Respondent shall submit the written response to the Arbitration Commission and provide a copy to the Complainant. 

4.3 After the Respondent’s Response has been submitted, the Complainant shall have seven business days time to file a written reply to the response, if the Complainant wishes to do so. After the submission of the Complainant’s Reply or after the expiry of the seven business days for submitting a Reply, there shall be no further submissions, except if the Chairperson directs that further information is necessary for the purpose of arbitration.

4.4 After the closing of the exchange of submissions, and subject to the provision of clause 5.1, the Chairperson shall determine the venue, date and time of the arbitration. 

5 Arbitration Procedure 

5.1 The Chairperson shall upon closing of the time period for submission of arguments and counterarguments decide 

5.1.1 whether to make a decision based on the information and arguments contained in the written submissions, or

5.1.2 request further specific information from either party or all parties to the dispute, or any other person who may have information which the Chairperson requires to determine the dispute, or

5.1.3 refer the matter to oral arbitration where all parties will present verbal submissions and/or witnesses

5.2  
The arbitration hearing shall be conducted not later than one month after the close of submissions and in such manner as the Chairperson considers appropriate. 

6 Keeping of Minutes

All arbitration proceedings shall be minuted, and the minutes kept in the file of the Eisstock Sport Association of Namibia. 

The minutes shall contain at least the following information 

a) the Names and club membership of the members of the Arbitration Commission 

b) Place, date and time of the beginning of the arbitration 

c) A short summary of the dispute

d) The name of the disputing parties and their representatives, if any

e) Confirmation by the disputing parties that the Arbitration Commission is correctly constituted and that the disputing parties undertake to abide by the decision of the Chairperson of the commission. 

f) The content and acceptance of any settlement agreement between the disputing parties, if any, 

g) The important content of any witnesses or expert witnesses

h) Confirmation by the disputing parties that they were granted a procedurally and substantively fair arbitration. 

i) The Abritrator’s decision, including the date when the decision was delivered.
